HIGHLIGHTS OF PRODUCER PRICE INDEX-AGRICULTURE (PPI-A)

1.1 Annual Percentage Change in the PPI-A

The Annual Producer Price Index for Agriculture decreased by minus 9.2 percent for the year ending
~ December 2018 compared to the decrease of minus 8.6 percent for the year ended November 2018. This

decrease was mainly due to:

e Adrop in the prices for Crop & Animal Production of minus 9.8 percent for year ending December
2018 compared to the decrease of minus 9.1 percent for the year ended November 2018.

e Adecrease in prices for Fishing & Aquaculture of minus 12.4 percent for the year ending December
2018 compared to the decrease of minus 11.8 percent for the year ended November 2018. For
details see Table 1.

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1.2 Annual Producer Prices — Crop and Animal Production

The Annual Producer Price Index for Crop & Animal Production decreased by minus 9.8 percent for the
year ending December 2018 compared to a decrease of minus 9.1 percent for the year ended November

2018. This was mainly due to:

e A decrease in the prices of cereals\(except rice), leguminous- & oil Seeds crops of minus 19.7
percent of the ending December 2018 compared to a decrease of minus 18.8 percent for the year

ended November 2018.

e A reduction in the prices of vegetables and melons, roots and tubers of minus 16.7 percent for the
year ending December 2018 compared to a decrease of minus 17.9 percent for the year ended

November 2018.

e A reduction in the prices of Beverage crops of minus 13.8 percent in the year ending December
2018 compared to a reduction of minus9.6 percent for the year ending November 2018. For details

1.2.2 Forestry & Logging

The producer prices of Forestry and Logging increased by 8.9 percent for the year ending December 2018
similar to the prices registered for the year ended November 2018.

1.2.3 Fishing & Aquaculture

The Annual Producer Price Index for Fishing & Aquaculture decreased by minus 12.4 percent for the year
ending December 2018 compared to the minus 11.8 percent decrease for the year ended November 2018

and this was attributed to:

e Adrop in prices for Freshwater Fishing of minus 12.7 percent for the year ending December 2018
compared to minus 12.1 percent for the year ended November 2018.

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1.3 Monthly Percentage Change in the Producer Price Index for Agriculture

Month to month changes show that Producer Prices for Agriculture decreased by minus 0.2 percent in
December 2018 similar to the decrease registered in month of November 2018.

Prices in the crop and animal production divi§ion also decrease by minus 0.2 percent in December 2018.
Significént changes were registered as follows; ’

e A decrease of minus 1.1 hercent in leguminous crops and oil seeds

e A decrease of minus 4.8 percent in the prices of beverage crops (Coffee and Tea etc.)

e A decrease of minus 12.6 percent in prices of sheep and goats
Prices of Forestry and Logging remain constant for December and November 2018
Prices in the Fishing and Aquaculture Division decreased by minus 0.4 percent in December 2018
compared to a previous decrease of minus 2.1 percent in November 2018. This was mainly attributed to
decrease in prices of Fish from fresh water bodies of minus 0.4 percent in Depember 2018 compare to

minus 2.2 percent in November 2018
