On a month to month basis, prices of inputs into the
Whole Construction Sector registered an increase
of 0.09% in the month of March compared to a
0.33% decrease registered for the month of
February 2020 this was mainly due to;

An increase in prices of inputs into Building sub
sector by 0.15 % driven by a rise of 0.17% input
prices for Non-Residential Buildings and 0.11 %
increase in input prices for Residential Building.
However in the same period the input prices for civil
works subsector decreased by 0.17%.

The main contributors to 0.88 Percent annual decrease
in input prices were:

A decrease of 0.45% prices of inputs for all
Buildings driven by 0.40% fall in input prices for
Non-Residential Buildings and 0.54% decrease in
input prices for Residential buildings.

A decrease of 2.59% in inputs prices for Civil
works.

Material, Wages and Equipment basic heading price indices
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Explanatory Notes on the Statistical Release

The data presented in this Statistical Release are indices designed to show price changes in
each period. On page 1 there is a short commentary highlighting the main changes observed.

The graphs on page 1 are derived from Table A “Construction Sector Price Indices” on page 4 of
the statistical release. The first graph shows the price changes for the whole sector for each
month for the one year. The second graph shows the monthly average price indices in each
month for the whole sector and the major sub-sectors.

The charts on page 6 above show the indices for the latest Six months for each basic heading.
The Consumer Price Index (CPI, rescaled) and the quantity of cement for the domestic market
are also shown. (Rescaling means multiplying or dividing the original series by a constant factor
so as to compare with the current trends in say CPI)

If the bars in the charts are at almost the same level, then they indicate very little

(If any) change in prices. An increase in the height of the bars indicates an increase in the prices
while a reduction in the height implies a decline in prices.
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
