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COMMENTARY 

 
This is the 122nd publication of Key Economic Indicators, reflecting the performance of the economy during the 

Fourth quarter (Apr – Jun 2021) of 2020/21 financial year. 

 

HIGHLIGHTS 

 
Quarter two 2020/21 Gross Domestic Product Performance 

 
Original unadjusted estimates constant prices 

 

Year on Year Quarterly Gross Domestic Product (QGDP) for the fourth quarter (Q4) of 2020/2021 grew by 13.7 percent 
compared to the decline of 5.9 percent (revised) registered in Q4 of the previous year.  

 

Sectoral Performance 

 

The agriculture sector grew by 0.7 percent in Q4 of 2020/2021 compared to a growth of 4.2 percent (revised) in Q4 of the 
previous year. Cash crops growing activities registered a 14.7 percent growth compared to a 1.7 percent (revised) decline 
in Q4 2019/2020. 
  
Year on year value added in industry sector grew by 17.7 percent in Q4 of 2020/2021 compared to a decline of 10.1 percent 
(revised) in Q4 of the previous year. The manufacturing activities registered a growth of 18.0 percent in Q4 2020/2021 
compared to a decline of 14.0 percent (revised) in Q4 2019/2020. 
 
The services sector overall value added grew by 14.6 percent in Q4 of 2020/2021 compared to a decline of 5.3 percent 
(revised) in Q4 of the previous year. This growth was mainly driven by increase in accommodation & food service which 
registered growth of 82.8 percent and public administration activities which registered growth of 17.1 percent in Q4 
2020/2021. 
 

Seasonally adjusted estimates 

 

Quarter on quarter real QGDP grew by 4.9 percent in Q4 of 2020/2021 compared to a 0.9 percent decline in Q3 2020/21. 
In value terms, the economy grew from 32,215 billion shillings in Q3 2020/21 to 33,784 billion shillings in Q4 2020/2021. 

 

Sectoral Performance 

 

The agriculture sector value added grew by 9.4 percent in Q4 2020/2021 compared to a 11.7 percent decline registered in 
Q3 2020/21. The valued added for the sector increased from 6,935 billion shillings in Q3 2020/21 to 7,590 billion shillings 
in Q4 2020/21. This was due to a growth in food crop growing activities. 
 
Valued added for the industry sector grew by 2.7 percent in Q4 2020/2021 compared to a growth of 0.3 percent registered 
in Q3 2020/21. Industry sector value added grew from 8,622 billion shillings in Q3 2020/21 to 8,851 billion shillings in Q4 
2020/2021. This was due to a growth in construction and manufacturing activities.  

 

Valued added for the service sector grew by 3.3 percent in Q4 2020/2021 compared to a growth of 4.8 percent registered 
in Q3 2020/21. The services sector value added increased from 14,575 billion shillings in Q3 2020/21 to 15,054 billion 
shillings in Q4 2020/2021. This was due to a growth in trade & repairs, information & communication and education activities.  
 

Consumer Price Index (CPI) 

 
CPI was rebased from 2009/10 FY to 2016/17 FY in order to reflect a more recent expenditure pattern of the Ugandan 
households and align to new Classifications. 
 
Specifically to incorporate the best practices recommended for the compilation of the CPI particularly the classification of 
products by COICOP 2018. 
 
Update the list of Elementary Aggregates (EA) and items within each of the EAs for each of the existing ten baskets and 
Update the weights for each of the selected EAs within each of the ten baskets 
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Four categories of Consumer Price Indices (CPI) are produced by the Bureau and they include; 1. Headline inflation 

(all items index), 2. Core inflation, 3. Food crops & related items index and 4. Energy, Fuel & Utilities (EFU) inflation. 

Headline index includes all items in the basket. Core inflation excludes items that are so volatile to price changes like; food 

crops, electricity, fuel and utilities. Food crops & related items index includes all food items excluding processed foods. 

Energy, Fuel & Utilities (EFU) index includes electricity, fuel and utilities.

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The Annual headline inflation rates for the year ending Apr, May and Jun 2021 were; 2.1, 1.9 and 2.0 percent respectively. 

The decline in prices was majorly attributed to Food and Non-alcoholic beverages, Housing, water, Electricity, Gas & other 

fuels and insurance & financial services whose indices decreased in the months of Apr, May and Jun 2021. Annual core 

inflation rates were 2.9, 3.1 and 2.7 percent during the months of Apr, May and Jun 2021 respectively (see table 27).

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Monthly inflation rates for the months of Apr, May and Jun 2021 were 0.3, 0.2 and 0.4 percent respectively. The reason for 

the decline in inflation was due to the decrease in the prices for food and non-alcoholic beverages in the months of May 

and June by 0.4 percent and 0.8 percent respectively.  

 

Monthly Core inflation rates for the months of Apr, May and Jun 2021 were 0.2, 0.4 and 0.6 percent respectively. Core 

inflation excludes food crops & related items and energy price variations. 
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Exchange Rate 

 

The official mid-rate for the Uganda currency per US dollar averaged at 3,572 (UGX/ 1 USD) during the fourth quarter of 

2020/21 from an average of 3,674 (UGX/ 1 USD) registered in the previous quarter. The changes reflect an appreciation 

of 2.8 percent in the value of the Shilling against the US dollar.

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The buying rate decreased from UGX 3,659 shillings in Q3 2020/21 to UGX 3,544 shillings in Q4 2020/21 showing an 
appreciation of 3.2 percent while the selling rate decreased from UGX 3,674 shillings in Q3 2020/21 to UGX 3,575 
shillings in Q4 2020/21 showing an appreciation of 2.7 percent. (See table 19). 
 

         Commercial Bank Outstanding Loans 

 

A loan is a liability provided by an entity (organization or individual) to another entity payable in a specified period or point 

in time at an agreed on interest rate. Commercial banks outstanding loans are loan advances by commercial banks to the 

general public (See figure 4). 

 

During Q4 2020/21, total outstanding commercial bank loans and advances to the private sector increased by 0.0 percent 

from UGX 53.7 trillion in Q3 2020/21 to UGX 53.8 trillion in Q4 2020/21. Building, Mortgage, construction and real estate 

category continued to take the biggest share of the loans and advances with 20.5 percent (11.0 trillion shillings) in Q4 

2020/21. 

Loans to agriculture, trade and manufacturing declined by 1.9 percent, 1.7 percent and 0.3 percent respectively while 

personal loans & household loans continued to increase by 5.1 percent from UGX 9.3 trillion in Q3 2020/21 to UGX 9.8 

trillion in Q4 2020/21. (See table 14).

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Tax Revenue collections 

Total revenue collections during Q4 2020/21 (Comparing similar quarters) increased by 37.7 percent from 3,931 billion 

shillings in Q4 2019/20 to 5,421 billion shillings in Q4 2020/21.  

On comparing consecutive quarters, during Q4 2020/21 revenue collections increased by 17.4 percent from an earlier 

decline of 19.6 percent in Q3 2020/21 from 4,610 billion shillings to 5,412 billion shillings. 

The increase was majorly attributed to the rise in the level of economic activity; with direct domestic taxes increasing by 

50.5 percent in Q4 2020/21 from a previous decline of 37.6 percent. (See table 15).

Producer Price Indices (PPI) – Manufacturing & Utility 

 

The PPI for Manufacturing was rebased from Jul – Sept 2004 base period to FY 2009/10 base period. The new index 

expanded to PPI Manufacturing and Utility. Changes from the former include; classification of industries is based on ISIC 

rev 4 while weights are calculated basing on Supply and Use Tables (SUT) of 2009/10.   

Manufacturing PPI is categorized into PPI for export market, PPI for local market and a combined PPI for both 

manufacturing and utilities. 

 

The combined PPI for both manufactured goods and Utilities increased by 2.4 percent in Q4 2020/21 from an earlier 

increase of 7.5 percent in Q3 2020/21. Manufactured goods increased by 2.6 percent while Utilities further decreased by 

1.1 percent in Q4 2020/21 from an earlier decline of 0.2 percent in the previous quarter. (Table 20)

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Construction Sector Index (CSI) 
 

Construction Sector Index is an indicator of the average cost movement over time of a fixed basket of representative goods 
and services relating to the construction industry. It covers material prices, wage rates and equipment hire rates. 
 
Comparing similar quarters, the overall sector index increased by 3.8 percent during Q4 2020/21 following a 0.9 percent 
growth registered in Q3 2020/21. 
 
Civil works registered an increase of 3.5 percent during Q4 2020/21 from a previous decline of 2.4 while All building further 
increased by 3.9 percent from a previous increase of 1.7 percent in Q3 2020/21. (See table 22).

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Water Supplied 

 

Water supplied by National Water and Sewerage Corporation (NW&SC) in major urban centres/municipalities increased 

by 3.2 percent in Q4 2020/21 from an earlier decline of 2.0 percent registered in Q3 2020/21. In volume terms, water 

supplied rose from 26.0 million m3 in Q3 2020/21 to 26.8 million m3 in Q4 2020/21 (See table 41 and figure 8).
